About the Poster Artist

Dianna Shyne is a proli•c artist working in acrylic, oil and watercolor. For 
nearly thirty years, her artwork has been showcased at top galleries, winning 
national awards and attracting the eye of critics and collectors alike. 

Her style is heavily in!uenced by the 15-years of intense study under several 
renowned Russian Impressionist masters. Richly textured surfaces, 
compelling compositions, and dynamic color interplay to de•ne much of her 
work.
